A. Presentation of Tentative Budget for Fiscal Year 2009/2010 — County
Administrator Bob McLaughlin

Bob McLaughlin — Madam Chairman, Commissioners: This is the first of two
required public hearings for the Board to adopt the Fiscal Year 2009/2010
Budget. The Board later in the meeting will set the second public hearing.

The Board of County Commissioners approved the 2009/2010 tentative millage
rates for TRIM notification purposes at the BCC meeting on July 23, 2009.

The law requires that prior to consideration of the tentative budget, an explanation
of the “Rolled Back Rate” be provided and entered into the records. The “Rolled
Back Rate” is a computed millage rate that would generate the same amount of ad
valorem tax dollars as the prior fiscal year, based on the proposed year’s tax roll,
excluding new construction.

The millage rates tentatively approved by the Board for TRIM notification are
6.9755 for the Countywide millage rate and .685 for the Sheriff’s Law
Enforcement MSTU. The aggregate of these millage rates proposed for FY
2009/2010 is 5.16% below the “Rolled Back Rate” certified by the Property
Appraiser. This represents the percentage decrease in property taxes tentatively
adopted by the Board.

For information, and to avoid any misunderstanding concerning the process of
this meeting, this public hearing is convened tonight to discuss the County’s FY
2009/2010 Budget. Because of time constraints, we will need to confine our
discussion to this subject. Increases in property assessments, remarks or
questions concerning your individual property appraisals should be addressed to
the County Property Appraiser at his office during normal business hours.

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Employee Benefit Reductions

Longevity — Roll into base pay. Discontinue at 9/30/09.

Holiday Overtime — Decrease from 2.5 times hourly pay to 2.0 times
hourly pay.

Sick Leave Accrual — Decrease the accrual rate for classified employees
from 10 hours per month to 8 hours per month

MOB - Decrease MOB leave from 80/60 to 60/40.

Dental Coverage — Charge $5 per month more for the basic coverages,
and $10 per month more for the expanded coverages.

Retirees Life Insurance — The County will no longer pay for the $5,000 life
insurance policy for retirees. Retirees will retain the option to pay for the
policy at their cost.

Retirees Health Insurance - Immediately eliminate the lower-cost health
care option for Medicare-eligible retirees, but offer access to Medicare
supplement policy (currently BlueMed)

Eliminate County-funded long-term disability coverage. Employees will
retain the right to purchase coverage.

Senior Management ELB — Eliminate 24 hours per year ELB accrual for
senior management

DROP Payouts — Only pay employees for their leave accrual once. Do
not pay employees their leave accrual when they enter DROP then again
when they leave employment. Employees currently in DROP (as of
9/30/09) will be grandfathered in.

% Board's Personnel Budget - $30,000.

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Escambia County, Florida. on
September 3. 2009, adopted the Proposed Fiscal Year 2009/10 Millage Rates following a public
hearing as required by Florida Statute 200.065; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Escambia County, Florida held a
public hearing to adopt the Tentative Fiscal Year 2009/2010 Budget as required by Florida
Statute 200.065; and

WHEREAS, the value of real property not exempt from taxation within Escambia
County has been certified by the County Property Appraiser to the Board of County
Commissioners as $14,324,101,968 countywide and $10,398,744.988 for the unincorporated
property of Escambia County.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of
Escambia County, Florida, that:

1, The FY 2009/10 operating millage rate for Countywide is 6.9755 mills which is less than
the rolled back rate of 7.3313 mills.

2. The FY 2009/10 operating millage for the Law Enforcement MSTU is .6850 mills which
is less than the rolled back rate of .7233 mills.

3. The FY 2009/10 current year proposed aggregate millage rate is 7.4728, which is 5.16%
less than current year aggregate rolled back rate of 7.8794.

4. This resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption.
