Pages 46 & 47 — Resume Template and Project Profile — Please clarify if we are
permitted to reformat the resume and project templates, as long as all line items on
the templates are addressed.

Response — Only to the extent that pictures, drawings or other items needed to
clarify the descriptive item are included. The requirements “The submittal shall use
no less than 11 pt. font (Arial) and shall be 8-1/2” x 11" page size, portrait
orientation, double-sided” on page 13 of the solicitation still apply.

Regarding XV. Stage 1 — RFQ Submittal Requirements, page 13: Can a font other
than Arial be used such as Times New Roman or Calibri as long as it is no less
than 11 pt.?

Response — No changes to this requirement will be accepted, uniformity is very
important in the fairness of the evaluation process.

Regarding XV. Stage 1 — RFQ Submittal Requirements, page 13: Can 11" x 17"
page size be used for the organization chart if printed landscape and folded? If this
size is allowed, will it count as one-page?

Response — No, responses shall be confined to 8 1/2” x 11" paper.

Regarding 5. Part B: Experience: Can the limitation of 4 pages for the Narrative
and Organization Chart be increased to 6 pages to allow for a complete response
to this section?
Response — No, the requirements of the solicitation stand, 4 pages maximum
(page 13, XV. STAGE 1 - RFQ SUBMITTAL REQUIRMENTS, 5. Part B:
Experience:, a.)

Section XV. on page 13, states that Personnel Resumes are limited to 2 pages
each per resume. Then on page 40, it states under 2. Personnel Resumes that
they are limited to one (1) page in length for each resume. In order to comply with
the requirements for this section, a minimum of 2 pages is needed. Please confirm
that 2 pages is acceptable per page 13.

Resume page limit: There is a discrepancy in the RFQ for the page limit of
resumes. Page 13, the overview of what goes in our response states 2 pages per
resume,; page 40, section XXII.2 state 1 page per resume. Please clarify
Response — See item 11 above.

Section 8 — Scored Questions for the Engineer, page 38: Do all engineers named
as part of the DBE team of consultants need to complete Section 8?
Response — Yes, all Engineers need to be named as part of the DBE team.

XXV. RFQ Basis for Scoring, page 51: For the scored sections, Sections 3, 4, 6,
and 8, how should these be completed for a joint venture that has been newly
formed to pre-qualify for this project? For example, if each firm of the JV completes
a section separately for their company will the scores of the different firm’s forms
be averaged to get the final score for that section?

Response — The manner in which the forms are to be submitted is based on the
nature of the Joint Venture. If it is created between two firms, while remaining
entirely separate, two sets of documents would be required and the scores would
be averaged. If the two companies collectively form a separate business entity for
the purpose of completing the project, then only one set of documents must be
provided based only on the experience of this new business entity.

Will the County will be doing the EPA assessments: Demolition: HAZMAT
mitigation (if any)

Response — As discussed at the pre-solicitation meeting on November 21%, the
County has not made a determination at this time as to what existing structures will
remain or be demolished. Once the DBEs have been shortlisted to the top three
entities, each of those top three DBEs will provide their design and site
development on the property. This will determine a direction on what buildings will
need to be demolished for the development. The County may decide to have the
buildings demolished as part of the DBE’s overall project.

Upon acquisition of the McDonald’s property in January 2017, the County will
perform hazardous material surveys of the existing structures on the property.
Upon completion of these surveys, the County will determine if abatement is
required and if this abatement will be incorporated into the demolition process.

Article X, Page 11 / The RFQ states, "The County has purchased the property and
will demolish all above ground and below ground structures in the vicinity of the
designated project site, prior to the contract NTP for the DBE." During the Pre-
Qualification conference it was noted that not all of the buildings will be demolished
prior to NTP and the property has not been purchased as the County is in process
of purchasing the property. Please advise if any of the property described in article
X is currently owned by the County and when the County anticipates the
purchasing process to be complete?

Only members of the DBE, if it is a JV or
Partnership are required to provide this information not Team Members hired by
the DBE, such as the Architect or Engineering Firm.

Response — This is correct.

During the Pre-Qualification conference it was noted that the RFP will contain
narratives, room data sheets, room blocking diagrams, performance specifications,
room layouts, etc. Please identify the information that will be provided during the
RFP stage and the level of completion for the DCP package, i.e. 100% DD?
Response — This information will be provided in the Stage 2 (RFP) documents.

Please confirm the RFP will contain an As-Build drawings of the existing facility
where the connection is to be made between the new facility and the existing
facility?

Response — The design criteria package will delineate where the connection is to
be made between the new and existing correctional facilities. The Main Jail was
constructed in 1981 and there are no “as-built” drawings on file for this facility. The
County will provide all available drawings in their inventory to assist the shortlisted
DBEs as it relates to the first floor level and west side elevation of the existing
facility.

During the Pre-Qualification conference the desired set backs were noted. Please
provide the setback requirements for the site?

ESCAMBIA COUNTY

We estimate that it will cost $35,792,577 (total annual budget for Escambia County
Jail Detention and Inmate Medical) to house jail inmates in Escambia County
during FY2016-2017. Breaking that number down to a per inmate expense is
complicated due in part, but not limited to the following factors:

e our fuel consumption post explosion increased significantly due to the
numerous out of county transports that occur daily

e although inmate population within the county decreased, our staffing did not.
We added posts to shifts within the jail and also to our transportation teams
due to the daily out of county transports.

e there are monthly modifications taking place at our work release facility in
order to accommodate the inmate population that is being housed there and
these modifications are funded from the jail's detention budget

e the attrition rate of our bedding/linens has increased due to the overcrowded
conditions of the main jail

The average daily population for the Escambia County Jail inmates housed within
the county for fiscal year 2015-2016 was 1087 and we anticipate this coming fiscal
year’s numbers to be about the same.

The term General Contractor is used within the solicitation but is not defined.
Please define General Contractor and the requirements for this entity in regards to
the information requested for Part A and B of the RFQ?

Response — The general contractor would be the entity responsible for delivery the
construction services for the project, this may be the same entity as the DBE.

51, several of these team members are only listed as 20 points. Please confirm
the score for each person?

Article XXV, page 51 / In part B scoring criteria, the Project Controls Manager is
listed twice, please advise if 2 resumes should be submitted for this position.
Response — There should only be one Project Controls Manager, please see
revised page 51.

Please advise if the new facility will include direct, indirect, or both types
operational supervision? Please advise if the user group has a preference on
either operational style?

Response — Direct Supervision only.

Response — 3 stories is the preferred stacking due to optimizing ratios of housing
unit to housing support functions.

For instance, the Design
Architect and Project Architect are one in the same person. In this case please

The Design Architect
could not serve as the Code Consultant or Mechanical Engineer. Therefore, we
will look at duplications of roles as exceptions.

(To obtain professional liability coverage in an amount
equal to 25% would be significant additional cost over the more typical $5,000,000
limits referenced on page 23). Contractors cannot obtain professional
liability/malpractice/errors or omissions insurance, except through the design firm.

‘The 5 requested members of the design team are listed three different ways in the
RFQ, and on page 51, 2 additional titles were added. Can you clarify which roles
we should be using and which should be licensed in Florida?’ For example, when
they ask for the name of the Design “Architect” — Florida rules require this person
be actually registered in Florida. If they were to change the name to
Designer/Planner — they will get a better product.

X. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Construction Phase 1 of the project consists of planning, design, and construction of a new jail of
approximately 720 rated beds and complete support functions designed for future phases of
construction as inmate beds are added. Phase 2 of construction (not part of the DBE scope) is
anticipated to provide another 700-800 beds. The overall area of new construction is anticipated
to be approx. 304,000 GSF for Construction Phase 1.

SUSTAINABILITY REQUIREMENTS

Per Florida Statute 255.252, the project will be required to “be designed and
constructed to comply with a sustainable building rating or a national model
green building code”. Per this provision, the project will be required to comply
with a multi-attribute sustainable rating system. The County will require the DBE
to utilize either the USGBC LEED (ver. 4) rating system or the GBI Green Globes
rating system for the project. The project must achieve LEED Silver or two
Green Globes as a minimum.

The DBE will be required to state in the Stage 1 submittal process which system
it intends to utilize for the project and how the team plans to achieve the required
minimum rating. This information should be included in the “Project Management
Approach” as indicated in Section XIX.

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BUILDERS RISK COVERAGE

Builders Risk insurance is to be purchased to cover subject property for all risks of loss,
subject to a waiver of coinsurance, and covering off-site storage, transit and installation
risks as indicated in the Installation Floater and Motor Truck Cargo insurance described
hereatfter, if such coverages are not separately provided.

The Builders Risk insurance is to be endorsed to cover the interests of all parties,
including the County and all contractors and subcontractors. The insurance is to be
endorsed to grant permission to occupy.

INSTALLATION FLOATER COVERAGE

Installation Floater insurance is to be purchased when Builder's Risk insurance is
inappropriate, or when Builder's Risk insurance will not respond, to cover damage or
destruction to renovations, repairs or equipment being installed or otherwise being
handled or stored by the Contractor, including off-site storage, transit and installation.
The amount of coverage should be adequate to provide full replacement value of the
property, repairs, additions or equipment being installed, otherwise being handled or
stored on or off premises. All risks coverage is preferred.

POLLUTION/ENVIRONMENTAL IMPAIRMENT LIABILITY COVERAGE

Pollution/environmental impairment liability insurance is to be purchased to cover
pollution and/or environmental impairment, which may arise from this agreement or
contract.

PROFESSIONAL LIABILITY/MALPRACTICE/ERRORS OR OMISSIONS
INSURANCE

The Contractor shall purchase and maintain professional liability or malpractice or errors
or omissions insurance coverage. The minimum limit of professional liability coverage
shall be egualto—25%—of-the—estimated—construction—contract—price—for—the—project
$5,000,000 from a Florida admitted company that provides coverage for work on a
design-build contract. Said coverage shall be continuously maintained and in effect for a
period of not less than five (5) years from the effective date of this Agreement. The
policy limit of liability shall not include legal fees and other defense costs. If a claims
made form of coverage is provided, the retroactive date of coverage shall be no later
than the effective date of this Agreement and shall not be advanced.

If at any time during the aforementioned policy period there should be a cancellation,
non-renewal, or lapse in coverage, professional liability coverage shall be extended for
the remainder of the five year period with a supplemental extended reporting period
(SERP) endorsement to take effect upon expiration of the policy period referenced
above. The limits of liability applicable to the SERP coverage shall be equal to the limits
of liability applicable to the policy referenced above and to which the endorsement
attaches.
